Class-room based in the Philippines

In response to consultation and feedback from IMEC members, a number of core
courses have been established in the Philippines and are curreiitipla\at a
discount to all IMEC members.

In order to establish acceptable standards IMTT has developed some of the
courses in association with leading organisations. The MaritinieubesWillem
Barentz (MIWB), Terchelling, Netherlands supported the development of
BTM/CRM training at the Philippine Center for Advanced Maritimen@ation
and Training (PHILCAMSAT). IDESS instructors attended Northrop/Sperry
Marine at New Malden (UK) for advanced ECDIS training. Unitor (Ngjwa
during the construction of the DNV/Unitor approved welding school - provided
advanced welding instructor training for CTSI.

The 10 week Cadet Enhancement Programme (CEP) course at Fame Maritime
Foundation (FMFI)s for students who are undergraduates from academies
Philippines. Commencing in 2006ke primary objective of the programme i
bridge a learning gap especially in physics and mathematezching student
actively rather than passively embrace the subjects. IMTT aceieged by th
reports from the external instructors and will continue to monitor the
effectiveness of the bridging training.

The Engine room simulator courses at Southfield (SMTF) concentratesion bas
operational training for juniors, fault studies for seniors - and economy and
optimising studies for chief engineers.

The English courses at FMFI were recently assessed by an extertal andi
funding was temporarily suspended in order to review the curriculum and course
objectives. After revising the curriculum and introducing the Marlin’schas
proficiency test — funding has been resumed.

IMTT has agreed with each school that external assessments waliriEd out
at suitable intervals to establish the standard and competence @fscands
instructors. IMEC companies using the courses are urged to evaluaterttiem
report to the IMTT Secretary regarding their quality and benefit.
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Portable CD/DVD Courses

The Safety Essentials Training (SET) CD was developed in cooperation
with Shell who have agreed that the SET course can be distributed to IMEC
members at production cost.

SET has been designed as an onboard learning tool for use by seafarers.
Funded by IMTT and Shell (who hold copyright), and produced by
Seamanship International — SET addresses a range of safety topics that ar
primary sources of Lost Time Accidents (LTAs). The topics range Ham
exposure- to manual handling and PPE usage.

CORE COURSE DEVELOPMENT

At the IMTT/IMEC User’s Forum in London - September 2006 - IMEC members
were invited to nominate a limited number of ‘core’ courses. Subseygsentl
courses were selected. The development of the selected coursesswiipbeted

by IMTT on the basis that they will be offered to IMEC members prefafignt

and for a discounted fee. It is understood that the courses will presleradegh

class based instruction or through portable CD/DVD etc — by IMTT approved
organizations and schools.

Consequently the Trustees have agreed to develop the following 6 courseg— noti
that two have already been launched in the Philippines as follows:

Advanced ECDIS at IDESS
BTM/CRM at PHILCAMSAT

BTM/BRM/CRM (significant number of nominations)
ECDIS

SSO (Security)

Advanced fire-fighting

Tanker familiarization and specialist training

Risk management and Accident Investigation (TMSA)

In addition to the nominated core courses, the need for a portable English (ELT)
course was requested by a number of IMEC members — particularly those
employing seafarers from Eastern Europe. An evaluation of course options is
underway and IMEC members are also encouraged to forward recommendations.
One option being considered is to develop a course using both DVD and class-
room instruction that is based on the new IMO Model course 3.17 and it's
associated Maritime English Instructor Training Course (MEITGgSE courses

are presently being revised by the IMO with financial funding from IMTT. The
emphasis of the revised course will be on the active rather than Hieepgaaching

of maritime English.
