IMTT Post Graduate Certificate in Maritime
Education (Philippines)

Funded by IMTT and developed by Warsash Maritime Academy (WMA)
which is part of Southampton Solent University - the inaugural PGCert
(Philippines) programme will be completed in November. It will be the
end of a challenging, but very successful year when the first PGCert
graduates will receive their certificates during the LSM Manning and
Training Conference in Manila on 02 November 2008. It is hoped
distinguished guests attending the graduation will include Secretary
Marianito Roque of the Department of Labour and Employment (DOLE)
and the Directors of the MAAP, PMMA, FMFI and PHILCAMSAT
Academies. The PGCert is recognized as the first maritime paktajea
teaching course in the world and is attracting increasing interest from
maritime academies world-wide.

The PGCert was developed following IMTT's consultation with IMEC,
MAAP and WMA. Opportunities for professional development among
maritime lecturers in the Philippines was identified as desirable and
consequently additional teacher training was recommended. The course
consists of three units. In Units 1 and 3 WMA staff travel to the
Philippines and engage with the students at their respective academies.
Unit 2 requires the participants to travel to the UK and stay on the WMA
campus in Southampton for three (3)weeks. Between the Uniteaoels

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2. Core Course:!

PHILCAMSAT continue to offer BTM and MRM courses to IMEC
companies. They now offer three additional discounted coursesented

by PHILCAMSAT lecturers the courses will be based at the IMTT part
funded Kongsberg bridge/engineroom simulator suite in Makati, Manila.
IMTT also funded additional training for PHILCAMSAT lecturers with the
Maritime Institute Willem Barentz (MIWB) in the Netherlands. The three
courses are as follows:

Engine Room Resource management (ERM).
For marine engineers - the 5 day course is structured around the
operation of a B&W MC 90 engine.

Integrated Full Mission Bridge and Engineroom Simulator
For deck and engineroom officers - the 3 day course concentrates on
communications and human factors.

Simulator Training in Critical Situations (STICS)

Fulfils minimum requirements of STCW Regulations. For deck
officers with watch-keeping experience - the 5 day course promotes
understanding and effective implementation of safety management
systems.

Import tax queries between KSMI and the Ukrainian Government have
delayed installation of the IMTT funded free-fall lifeboat and launch
assembly at Kherson near Odessa. The relevant State authorities had
demanded a 30% import tax on the value of the boat and assembly — having
initially agreed with KSMI to recognise the boat as a charitable donation.
The Rector of the Institute finally persuaded the appropriate Government
departments to waiver the import fee as the school is in great need of new
survival training equipment. Initially scheduled to be up and running by
late July - the lifeboat is now expected on site by November 2008. However
due to winter ice conditions on the River Dnieper, any further delay in
discussions, will likely cause the installation to be postponed until spring
20009.
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3. Cadet Training Programme

As a result of 2007 IBF negotiations, the participating IMEC companies
have agreed to increase their training contribution to IMTT to $30 per
seafarer per month with effect from 1 January 2008. As a result two
additional training funds, in addition to the existing training fund have been
established under the management of the Trust.

IMTT have commenced funding the IMEC CTEP at the University of Cebu
which was inaugurated in June 2008. Sponsored by IMEC member
companies - the 25 engine room and 25 deck cadets will study for a
Bachelors Degree in Marine Engineering and Marine Transportation
respectively. Through the 2:1:1 training schedule, the cadets will study for
two years at UC followed by 12 months at sea onboard vessels managed
and/or owned by their IMEC sponsors. Returning from their sea-time they
will complete the fourth and fal year ashore at UC. In the Cebu agreel

- IMEC have committed to enrolling up to 50 cadets per year for four years.
Therefore the final intake of first year cadets in 2011 will graduate in 2015.

IMTT have agreed to fund the 150 sponsored cadets on the CTEP training
programme at MAAP — commencing in June 2009. Full details will be
published in the next newsletter.

It is anticipated that the programme will follow the established format of a
2:1:1 programme. The IMEC cadets will go to sea in the third year of the
BSMT/ME programme onboard ships of the sponsoring IMEC companies.
Existing teaching equipment, laboratories including various simulators
funded by IMTT will be available to the IMEC sponsored cadets. Some of
the lecturers assigned to the IMEC cadets will also have completed the
IMTT funded PGCert in maritime education. It is expected that further
MAAP lecturers assigned to the IMEC programme will also qualify tolenr
in the 2% PGCert programme as will a number from University of Cebu.

The IMTT Trustees have been briefed regarding the IMEC CDP progr.
(otherwise known as the Rating to Officers Programme). Procedural notes
are presently being drafted.
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4. MARITIME EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMMES

In response to IMEC members' comments about the need to improve the
standard of English of Russian maritime graduates, IMTT is funding a
project to improve the language and communication skills of final year
cadets at Admiral Ushakov State Maritime Academy (AUSMA) in
Novorossiysk, Russia. The extra-curricular project involves both deck
and engine cadets in 100 hours of learning in small class groups of 6-8
students. It is an opportunity for senior cadets to practice English
conversation at a critical period of their education and career. IMTT are
funding teacher training, teachers, books, audio tapes and equipment plus
other classroom materials. It is anticipated that the project will be
extended to other colleges.

IMTT have approved the funding of six additional DECEP courses at
FMFI, Makati, Manila — commencing November 2008. Running
consecutively - the six (10 week) course will complete in February 2010.
The courses will be available at an 83% discount to IMEC companies and
their approved manning agents.

The 10 week programme concentrates on bridging the knowledge gap in
a number of essential subjects including mathematics, navigation, general
science and English language. Encouraging student confidence and
comprehension through active rather than passive teaching methods — the
results so far have been very encouraging and feedback from

participating companies and their shipmasters is very positive.

The Trustees are disappointed that some IMEC participating companies
are reluctant to contribute more than the required 20% of the course cost
or $350 per each of their participating students. Also of some concern to
the Trustees that it has been indicated some participating companies tend
to use the DECEP enrollment procedure, including the interview and pre
course test, as a screening process for their cadet recruitment. rltborde
reduce the time and costs of preliminary screening for the DECEP, only
candidates who have reasonable officer potential should be sent to the
qualifying DECEP examination.
